“The new bagging technology improves manufacturing accuracy and gives
us great flexibility, which is a direct benefit to our customers.”

In addition, by the end of 2009, the company will begin producing redesigned bags, starting with
its agricultural line. “While a fire is never something a business wants to deal with, in our case,
there are good things that came from it,” added Aleksy. “We’ve been able to continue operating
while rebuilding and adding new equipment that allows us to better serve our customers.”
